SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

All safety messages are indentified by the following the words “WARNING” and
“CAUTION" .These words mean the following:

/A WARNING | Important information to alert you to asituation
that might cause seroius injury and damage to your
Property if instructions are not followed.

/N CAUTION Important iuformation that tells how to prevent damage
to equipment.

When using the scale/balance,the following safety precautions should always be
followed .

/A WARNING

Use¢ only the AC adaptor with the scale/balance.Other adaptor may cause
damage. (AC adaptor is optional)

A CAUTION

Avoid installing the scale /balance in direct sunlight this may cause discoloration
or malfunctions.

Do not mix the type of batterise .Replace all other batteries at the same time .

If the scale /balance is not to be use for a long period of time ,remove all batteries from
the battery compartment to avoid leakage which may cause damage to the instrucment .

Avoid overloading that could cause damage to the scale/ balance .

Do not drop water in the scale /balance that is not water-resistant ,It causes damage ,if
inside of the scale /balance is wet .

Matter charged static electricity could influence the weighing ,Discharge the static
electricity .For example,the method is to use the electrification prevention spray ,to

spray it to both side of weithing platform .

PREPARATION

1.Installing batteries/Connecting the AC adaprotr

Battery compartment Remove the battery compartment cover and

insert six batteries (R6P/LLR6/AAsize) into the
battery compartment , taking extreme care that
the polarities plus and minus is observed.

(R6P/LR6/AAsize) Dry batteries.

2.Setting up the SEJ

/N CAUTION

Avoid installing the scale in direct sunlight, this may cause discoloration or
malfunctions . Place your SEJ on a firm weighing table so that the scaleis level.
(The scale will not perform accurately when it is not level. )

Place the SEJ on the firm surface that is flat and level for an accurate
weighing.



WEIGHING

Before weighing

Be aware of the Automatic power-off function.

For scale/balance with Automatic power-off function. please be aware of this
function. If this unit is left ON and the stable indicator is displayed, an automatic
power-off function turns power off after approximately | minutes.

Error messages

EEEE: Overload

E: Low battery

Calibration may be required before weighing.

Read "CALIBRATION" first and if necessary, calibrate your scale/balance for
accurate weighing.

Weighing(!)mcedurcs
1.Press [ON/OFF] to turn on the scale.

When power is turned on, all display segments appear on LCD for a few seconds
and finally "0" will appear on the display.

2.5elect the weighing unit with [UNITS].

Press [UNITS] to select a weighing unit, eg. "kg" ."g" ,)"Ib or oz ..
Once the unit has been selected, the selected unit will be displayed to the weight
value.

3.Start weighing

If you do not use a container for weighing,

Veérify the reading is "0". If not, press zemf to display "0".
Place objects on the weighing platform to weigh.

When the reading becomes stable, the stable indicator is displayed.
If you use a container for weighing,

Press [ON/OFF] to turn off the scale.

Place an empty container on the platform.

press [ON/OFF] again to turn on the scale.

Place the objects to be weighed in the container.

When the reading becomes stable, the stable indicator is displayed.



CALIBRATION
When to calibrate

Calibration may be required when it is initially Installed, if the scale/bance is
moved asubstantial distance.

This is necessary because the weight of a mass in one location is not necessarily the
Same in anothe rlocation. Also, with time and use,mechanical deviations may

accur.,

How to calibrate

1. Press [ON/OFF] toturn off the scale. Then press[zero] and holding it until

the display show 188888 the display show A/Dvalue;

2. Press [zero] again the display show zero and changes to 2000.0 (for
Version of 2000g);

3. Now put the 2000g calibration weight onto the welghting tray;

4. Press|zero] again the display sbow CAL and PASS;

5. Takeoff the calibration weight,Press| ON/OFF ] to turn off thescale Then
press[ON/OFF] again to turn on the scale for check it.

6. If oot it means error has occumed.Tutn off the scale.repeat step(l)to (5)
